From the Interim Rector....

X Marks the Spot
We’ve all heard and perhaps used the expression “X marks the
spot.” I’m not sure when we began to designate a place with an
“X”. Years ago when many persons were illiterate, one made his
“X” for his signature. Often today when we are signing documents
we look for the Xs which indicate where we are to sign.

Several years ago there was a reaction to the use of Xmas at the
time of Christmas. We heard, “Put Christ back into Christ-

mas!”. Those who protested in this way failed to realize that Christ
wasn’t being taken out of Christmas by using Xmas because the “X”
stood for the Greek letter chi which is the first letter of Christ in
the Greek. 1 won’t go into the real ways we leave Christ out of
Christmas such as celebrations of the season without any reference
to him.

When God incarnated himself in the person of Jesus of Nazareth
he, in St. Paul’s words, “emptied himself, taking the form of a slave,
being born in human likeness. And being found in human form, he hum-
bled himself and became obedient to the point of death — even death on a
cross. Therefore God also highly exalted him and gave him the name that is
above every name, so that at the name of Jesus every knee should bend, in
heaven and on earth and under the earth, and every tongue should confess
that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.”

That moment in time, “in the fullness of time”, when the Almighty,
Everlasting God of all creation enfleshed himself in a baby in the
womb of the Blessed Virgin and came into our life as one of us:
God with us, Emmanuel — that moment marks the beginning of a
new creation, a new covenant, enabling those who receive Christ
as Lord and Savior to be “a new people, a royal priesthood”, look-
ing in hope to the promise of a new heaven and a new earth.

That coming, that advent, that incarnation is what we celebrate and
for which we give thanks and make Eucharist in the holy season of
Christmas. “X” truly does mark the spot. Christ is our salva-

tion. May the Holy One be praised.

May yours be a blessed Advent and a joyful Christmastide,
