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Dear Beloved People of St. John’s,

As you receive this issue of Tidings, we will have made it through a very busy
season. January is a remarkable time in the life of the church that follows the
pattern of our lives. I notice that once the Christmas holidays conclude and the
New Year begins, marketing kicks in high gear related to weight loss and
organization. I'll leave the weight loss alone for now, but organization is a
major theme in the life of the Church as well.

Our vestry has completed its annual retreat at Roslyn Conference Center on
January 20-22. This annual gathering allows us to really develop a sense of
community and commitment to our role as leaders of the congregation. Ina
word it allows us to get organized and get off to a good start. In a similar vein
the diocese has concluded its Annual Diocesan Council over the weekend of
January 27-29 at the Hotel Roanoke. St. John’s has ten delegates who will have
worked together with delegates and clergy from around the diocese to begin the
preparatory work of discerning a new bishop for the Diocese of Southwestern
Virginia.

So the parish and diocese are focused on organization and The Episcopal
Church has its own year-end activity. Each parish is canonically required to
complete a Parochial Report that covers the scope of its work financially and
liturgically over the past year. These reports are then gathered together and
analyzed to provide a picture of the health and mission of The Episcopal
Church. This picture will inform the work of the General Convention this
coming July in Indianapolis. St. John’s is fortunate to have two deputies to
General Convention in Nina Salmon and myself.

All this organization is a way of checking on the health and vitality of our
branch of the body of Christ. Each of us has a vital role to play as well. The
Collect from the Second Sunday of Epiphany expressed it well as we asked God
to, “Grant that your people, illumined by your Word and Sacraments, may
shine with the radiance of Christ’s glory.” T hope that as we move through the
month of February and into the season of Lent, Christ’s glory may be revealed
in all that we do.
